Statistical Analysis

Statistical analyses should be done on all available data and not just on data from a “representa-
tive experiment.” Statistical analyses should include:

e the source and version of all software used, and

e full information on the statistical methods and measures used for each table and figure,
such as a statistical test, estimates of parameters, exact sample sizes, and measures of
evidence strength (frequentist or Bayesian).

Statistics and error bars should only be shown for independent experiments and not for rep-
licates within a single experiment (see Figure Legends for error bar details). Editors may send
manuscripts for statistical review.

Publication Charges
